This course offers intriguing insights into the social responsibility of business, the
significant effects of recent changes in corporate tax code, the ongoing multiple effects related to
the economic impact different factors and other emerging issues straight from today's headlines.
Clear explanations and real, meaningful examples help students understand the what and the why
of corporate budgeting, financing, working capital decision making, forecasting, valuation and
Time Value of Money.

Course Goals:

» Have a solid foundation in developing an integrated framework for strategic financial decision-
making

* Have a thorough understanding of financial statements and the financial information they
provide and be able to critically evaluate and analyze cash flows statements.

« Understand the management and evaluation of portfolios and firm valuation techniques.

« Understand how to incorporate risk and uncertainty into investment decisions and understand
how companies make financing and investment decisions.
